
Quest for Excellence

Terms and Conditions
· The scholarship shall be known as the “Quest for Excellence Scholarship”.
· The scholarship will be administered through the NFD.

· Unless otherwise agreed with the awarding panel, the scholarship will cease if
· the student withdraws from the course, or

· fails to meet any programme requirements, or
· is no longer eligible to pursue the programme of study for which the scholarship has been offered.

· The value of the award will be up to $15,000, and will vary at the discretion of the panel.

· The scholarship includes a stipend and a contribution to course fees.

· The scholarship will be paid at intervals during the course of study at the discretion of the NFD and in consultation with the recipient. 

· Recipients may study at any university, national or international, which offers a post-graduate qualification that is recognised in New Zealand.

· NFD will solicit nominations. Candidates may be self-nominated or nominated by one of their peers.

· NFD reserves the right to refuse any nomination for any reason considered justifiable, and reserves the right to vary the Rules and Conditions of nomination and alter the published programme, as may be deemed necessary. 

· The panel shall have the power to establish its procedures and to make decisions on a majority vote. 

· NFD may widen the criteria for the award in order to fit the overall objective and shall give due consideration to any recommendations of the panel.

· It is a condition of nomination that all recipients must cooperate with the administrators, sponsors and agents in the publicity and promotion of the scholarship.

· The judges’ decision is final.  No discussion or correspondence will be entered into at any time.
